    c. In verses 5:1-4 we are told that what the role of priests is.  In verse 5 the writer writes “So also

    d. If that is true about Jesus, what does it say about us who are part of the Priesthood of all Believers? 
 
 
 
 
2. Read Hebrews 9:11-15 
    a. In what way does the scripture writer say that Jesus overturned the Old Testament practice of the  
        temple priests offering sacrifices (verses 11-12)?

4. Read Acts 17:11 – Did the people that Paul and Silas teach need to have a priest interpret scripture for  
    them? 
 
 
 
 
5. Read Ephesians 4:11-13 – What were the gifts that God gave to the priests of this new Church? 
 
 
 
 
6. Read 1 Corinthians 12:4-26 – Think about the discussion in the video about how in the priesthood of  
    all believers, no one is on a higher spiritual plain than anyone else (priests not more important than  
    laity).
